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Text:

“Suppose one of you had a servant plowing or looking after the sheep. Would he say to the servant when he comes in from the field, ‘Come along now and sit down to eat’? Would he not rather say, ‘Prepare my supper, get yourself ready and wait on me while I eat and drink; after that you may eat and drink’? Would he thank the servant because he did what he was told to do? So you also, when you have done everything you were told to do, should say, ‘We are unworthy servants; we have only done our duty.’”

Digging Deeper: Taking it to the Next Level

1. Have you ever encountered someone from a cult? Share that experience.

2. Do you agree that every religion, other than Biblical Christianity, is based on salvation by works? Why? Why not?

3. Share how you struggle in your heart with serving for the purpose of recognition either from others or from God.

4. Reflect on this parable. Re-read this story. What elements of this short parable grab your attention? Why?

5. How is fulfilling your responsibility according to religion different than fulfilling your responsibility according to grace?

6. Which area of ministry is God calling you to this next year? Share why you feel this and have your group pray over you that you would be led by the Spirit and anointed by the Spirit to carry out this responsibility.

7. Most importantly, never do ministry alone. Fulfill your responsibility by serving on a team. Join a team or start a team but make sure you have support and are re-producing.  

8. Although we do not serve to be rewarded, never forget that in fact that is exactly what will happen one day. Anticipate that day when you will finally rest from your labors as you recline at the banquet at the end of the age.
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
