Mat 20:34  Deeply moved, Jesus touched (the bind men’s) eyes. They had their sight back that very instant, and joined the procession. 


Mar 1:40-41  A leper came to him, begging on his knees, "If you want to, you can cleanse me." Deeply moved, Jesus put out his hand, touched him, and said, "I want to. Be clean." 


Mat 9:36  When he saw the crowds, he had compassion for them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.

John 11:25-26…I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies.

Gal 2:20- I have been crucified with Christ and I no 
longer live, but Christ lives in me

Digging Deeper: Taking it to the next level

1. How has death touched your life in the recent past? Who died and how did it affect you? 

2. How did this experience change your perspective on life? What issues did your experience with death surface (i.e. things you hold onto, priorities, etc.)

3. Have you ever fought with God’s timing in circumstances? What did this struggle look like? Who won? 

4. Is it possible to be at peace with God’s timing? Read  IICorinthians 12:1-10, and explain how Paul found peace in the middle of difficulty.

5. How have you experienced God’s compassion in the death of someone you loved? If you experienced this compassion through someone else share what you learned and how you intend to show this compassion to others…what does it look like to be Jesus in other’s sorrow?

6. Read Galatians 2:20 and Luke 9:23. Have you embraced your death? Explain. How do we find life through death?

7. Read Romans 8:38. How do we know that we can trust this promise in life and death?
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
