72 to show mercy to our ancestors 
       and to remember his holy covenant, 
73 the oath he swore to our father Abraham:
74 to rescue us from the hand of our enemies, 
       and to enable us to serve him without fear 
75 in holiness and righteousness before him all our days.

2. Notice that redemption is correlated with Christ coming to his people (vs. 68)

3. What has God come to redeem/save us from?

4. Why did God come to do this according to this passage?

5. What is the end result of being redeemed according to vs. 74-75.

Break down each issue and describe what this means.

6. When you look in the mirror, how much do you think you are worth? How much does God think you are worth? What was the price for the ransom? Now go back to question #1, How should your praise and worship be different from now on?

7. If you have a hymnal or carol book, sing "Come Thou Long Expected Jesus."

8. This Christmas Season, go back and watch the 05 release of The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe from C.S. Lewis's Chronicles of Narnia. As you do, think of yourself as Edmund. For theologically this is exactly who we are....traders enticed by sin who ultimately had to be redeemed.
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
