Families of children aged kindergarten – fourth grade 
Today we are privileged to have Stacey Luckey speak in children’s church on the subject of biblical hospitality. 
                                   Our goal this morning is to help them:
1. Understand the concept of biblical hospitality. We said that hospitality is reaching out to other people by making them my guests; looking after the needs of my guests so they feel welcome and at home.
2. Memorize the Scripture verse, 1 Peter 4:9. The NIV says, “Offer hospitality to one another without grumbling.”
3. Think of ways that kids can be hospitable to others. For example: When you invite a friend over to play, offer them your best toy to play with. If you have a friend spend the night with your family, offer your comfortable bed and you sleep on the floor or on the couch. Invite someone you don’t know very well over to your house for lunch or dinner and help make a special meal (you can even find out in advance if your guest has a favorite food!) 
              You can help reinforce what you child learned this morning by:
1)Knowing your own child, with the special gifts and talents that they have, help them to think of ways that they can be hospitable while using the unique ways in which God has made them.
2)When you offer hospitality to others, make sure your child understands what you are doing and why. Include them on planning ways that you can offer hospitality as a family. 
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
